	6. Financial modalities to implement the contribution of both parties


	Belgian contribution : 

Non-refundable Belgian financial contribution:
    §1. This financial contribution for funding the activities of the Project shall be managed jointly by a Tanzanian authorizing officer responsible for approving payments and settling the bills chargeable to the Belgian contribution, and by the Resident Representative of BTC in his/her capacity as co-authorizing officer responsible for approving said payments.

    §2. This financial contribution shall be transferred by BTC in instalments to one or more bank account(s) opened in the name of the project by the Tanzanian Party. This/these accounts shall operate by dual signature of both the authorising officer and the co-authorising officer.
     §3.Interests generated by the bank accounts of the Project will increase the budget of the Project and administered by the same regulations.

The final detailed breakdown of the budget shall be verified by the authorising officer and the co-authorising officer. Any appropriation in the same sector of funds remaining in the account(s) at the end of the project shall be agreed jointly by the parties.
      §4 In the awarding of supply, works and service contracts, the appropriate Tanzanian legislation shall apply. Nevertheless, for orders totalling the equivalent of EUR 25,000 or more, the preliminary agreement of the authorising officer and co-authorising officer is required with regard to the following:
-the method of awarding the contract (general call for tenders, limited call for tenders or negotiated procedure);
-if it is not a general call for tenders, the list and details of companies to be consulted and the criteria applied in establishing the list, regardless of the final method chosen for awarding of the contract, a minimum of three possible suppliers, meeting the agreed criteria, must be considered;


-the awarding criteria to be applied;


-the proposed award of the contract.


	Tanzanian contribution :

As stated in Article 8.1 of the Specific Agreement, the Tanzanian Authorities will exempt all goods, equipment and services purchased for the project from custom duties and taxation. 

The MoWLD and 3 Municipalities will bear the salaries of the Project Coordinator and the government staff involved in the project activities during implementation. They will provide appropriate infrastructure and cover the cost of operation and maintenance of the office infrastructure and equipment.

The overall Tanzanian contribution will be 300.000 Euro and is composed as follows:

· Coordinator MoWLD

· Office for PMT  (MoWLD)

· 3 Municipal Water Engineers (Municipalities)

· Sanitation: construction and maintenance of facilities during project duration: in kind contribution through workforce by communities

Water supply: cash contribution through sales of water by beneficiaries: average operation of 1 year
